On Wednesday afternoon David Dosch will be instructing a course on REAC inspections.  His focus will be the “points” that can affect your score.

Thursday we will start of with Billy Towe, trainer for GE Corporation.  He has 25 years of experience at GE’s Decatur, Alabama Plant.  He will bring each registrant every electrical component that goes into a refrigerator.  He’ll discuss what they are, how they work, how to test each one, what to expect when one fails, and how they interact with each other.  He will also discuss the sealed system and some ways to quickly diagnose a sealed system problem.  The last part of the class is dedicated to following a troubleshooting flow chart that helps a technician quickly identify a problem.  There will be a Q & A session.  The class will use GE top mount models as examples, but the theory is the same on different makes and manufacturers.  A text book will be furnished along with an array of parts for hands-on training and test equipment.  The test equipment he will have to have back.
Thursday afternoon Candace Armstrong with Sweet Success Training, Inc. will be presenting, “DON’T GET BURNED!” Cooking With Fair Housing Confidence.  She will cover Fair Housing laws specifically pertaining to maintenance personnel.  She will also cover sexual harassment, discussing simple situations that could lead your agency to a Fair Housing Discrimination Suit.
Friday morning we will end our session with Ron Hughes, HERS Inc., doing a presentation on Energy Efficiency, Health & Safety, What’s New & What’s not.  His session will include recurring problems with leaky supply ducts and returns under furnaces, how to spot them, fix them and why it’s important.  This will include health and safety issues with regards to duct systems, whole house fans with gas water heaters, and lastly P/T valves improperly plumbed.
